That means it’s time to start getting our landscapes ready 
for spring. Here are some important early spring tips to 
get your property off to a great start this season. Be sure 
to check out our Spring Checklist for more ideas! 
 
 Rake any matted grass before your first mow. 
 These matted areas can harbor insects and  
 disease while not being regularly mowed. 
 
 Mow the lawn very short on your first cutting of 
 the season. 
 
 If you still have debris around your trees and 
 shrubs from last fall, pick it up!  
 
 Hug a puppy, or a baby, or even a cactus.  
 Whatever brings you joy! 
 
 Stand in the sunshine. Drink some water. 
 Remember, you’re a plant too. Take care of you!
